· All work will be judged in grade categories: K-2. 3-5, 6-8. Students in each category will win certificate prizes and ribbons.

· Each student may submit one work of art.  Each teacher may submit up to 5 works per class.  (If more work is submitted than can be shown in the gallery space available, the Chaparral art committee reserves the right to select works to be shown, and return works not selected)
· The teacher of the best of Show student in each category will win a 1 year membership in the California Art Education Association and will be invited to enter the students’ work in the Southern Area competition in Pasadena in April, and become eligible to win a trip to New York, sponsored by Sargent Art.

· Two Dimensional paintings, drawings, collages, and photography may not be less than 9 x 12 inches, framed or larger than 18 x 24 inches.  All work should be matted, and framed for display.  Chaparral Artists will provide mats and frames to students who do not have them.

· Three dimensional works (multimedia assemblages, wood, clay, stone sculptures and jewelry, may not exceed the maximum dimension for two dimensional work in any dimension (Maximum size:  24x24x18).  They must also weigh less than 51 pounds.

· All works must be clearly labled on the back or bottom with: The Artists’ name, address, phone or email, Teacher, and school name and phone.

Art Intake:  Thursday and Friday, February 16 and 17, 2:00 to 6:00 PM to enable teachers and students to deliver work after school.
Show Opening and Awards Ceremony:  Sunday, February 19, 1:00 to 3:00 PM
